Dear Parishioners of Carrickmore,

Greetings from Lima, Peru!  I hope the New Year is treating you well.

Life in the Parish of “El Resucitado” is as busy and varied as ever.
In the later part of 2009 we opened a third “Comedor”, to feed the poorest children in parish.  Currently we are running three kitchens and feeding over 300 children from the ages of 3 to 13 on a daily basis.

The new “Comedor San Nessan” has made a big difference in the lives of many one parent families where mothers try to balance working and caring for their children.

Our education programs are going well and we have started a new program to help teenagers who are involved in drugs and have been in trouble with the police.  Recently we helped an 11yr old boy who has been addicted to drugs for the last two years.  He is in treatment now, paid for by the parish. We are trying to help children and teenagers who are in danger of finding themselves in the same situation.

We are in the process of building a new parish centre to facilitate the projects being run in our parish and give the old and young a safe and welcoming place to meet.  The numbers of adults and teenagers preparing for Baptism, First Communion and Confirmation are getting bigger every year, which gives us great hope and means we need the space.

All this could not happen without your support, financially and through your prayers.  Many thanks again for your support and for making a life changing difference in the lives of your brothers and sisters in Christ on the other side of the world.
